This paper is worth 70 points and should be 4 pages. Describe the technologies used in the research, reflecting and expanding upon what you learned in class. Discuss advantages and disadvantages of the technologies from a scientific, rather than moral or ethical, standpoint.

Weigh advantages and disadvantages of alternatives to the technologies.
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Avoid putting together a “Mr. Potato Head”, with parts taken randomly from unrelated pockets of learning and stuck together in a disorganized whole. Teamwork counts, so avoid simply having each member of the team take turns presenting one or two areas of your project – this can easily end up looking like Ms. Potato Head!

Prepare a report of 4 double-spaced pages.. At least one scientific reference is required for each member of the team. So, if there are three members on the team, there should be at least three references.
References

The required scientific references should be from a peer-reviewed journal, book, or special-interest encyclopedia. The textbook does not count as a scientific reference.

Citations should be either APA or MLA citation style.
